Garmin strongly recommends having an experienced installer 
with the proper knowledge of electrical systems install the 
device. Incorrectly wiring the power cable can result in damage 
to the vehicle or the battery and can cause bodily injury.

1 Route the parking mode cable accessory to a location in the 
vehicle with constant power, switched power, and a ground 
connection.

2 Connect the BATT wire to a constant power source.
3 Connect the ACC wire to a switched power source.
4 Connect the GND wire to the bare metal of the vehicle's 

chassis using an existing bolt or screw.
5 Plug the parking mode cable accessory into the USB port on 

the camera.

Troubleshooting
My camera feels warm while it is operating
It is normal for the camera to feel warm during typical use, 
especially while it is recording high-resolution video or 
transmitting a Wi‑Fi signal.

My memory card has degraded and needs to 
be replaced
All microSD® memory cards wear out after they are overwritten a 
large number of times. Periodically formatting the card can 
extend the useful life and improve performance. Because the 
dash camera records continuously, you may need to replace the 
memory card periodically (Installing a Memory Card, page 1). 
Your device detects memory card errors automatically and alerts 
you when it is time to format or replace your memory card.
You can take these actions to help extend the useful life of the 
memory card.
• Format the memory card at least one time every six months 

(Formatting the Memory Card, page 2).
• If the device displays a memory card error alert, first try 

formatting the memory card (Formatting the Memory Card, 
page 2) and then, if necessary, replace the memory card 
(Installing a Memory Card, page 1).

• Turn off the device when your vehicle is not in use.
If your device is not connected to an ignition-switched vehicle 
power outlet, you should turn off the device when your 
vehicle is not in use to prevent the dash camera from 
recording unneeded footage.

• Transfer saved video footage to a computer.

The memory card lasts longer when more free space is 
available on the card.

• Use a memory card with a higher storage capacity.
Because higher-capacity memory cards are overwritten less 
frequently, they usually last longer.

• Use a high-quality memory card with a speed rating of class 
10 or higher.

• Purchase your replacement memory card from a high-quality 
manufacturer and a reputable vendor.

My video recordings are blurry
• Clean the camera lens (Cleaning the Camera Lens, page 4).
• Clean the windshield in front of the camera.
• Verify the area of the windshield in front of the camera is 

cleared by the windshield wipers, and move the device, if 
necessary.

My video recordings are choppy or 
incomplete
• For the best camera and video results, use a high-quality 

memory card with a speed rating of class 10 or higher.
A slower memory card may not record video quickly enough.

• If you are viewing videos on your smartphone using a 
wireless connection to the camera, try viewing them in 
another location with less wireless interference, or try 
transferring videos to the smartphone (Trimming and 
Exporting a Video, page 3).

• Transfer important recordings to a computer or smartphone, 
and format the memory card (Formatting the Memory Card, 
page 2).

• If the device displays a memory card error alert, first try 
formatting the memory card (Formatting the Memory Card, 
page 2) and then, if necessary, replace the memory card 
(Installing a Memory Card, page 1).

• Update your device to the latest software (Product Updates, 
page 4).

A leparkolt mód kábel csatlakoztatása a jármű elektromos 
rendszeréhez

Vigyázat!
A Garmin nyomatékosan kéri és javasolja, hogy a kábel telepítését egy ilyen 
jellegű tevékenységre szakosodott, a járművek elektromos rendszerének te-
rületén jártas és megfelelő képzettséggel bíró személy végezze. A tápkábel 
nem megfelelő bekötése kárt tehet a járműben, az akkumulátorban, valamint 
személyi sérülés is bekövetkezhet.

1. A külön beszerezhető leparkolt mód kábelt vezessük el a jármű egy olyan 
pontjához, ahol együtt van jelen egy állandó tápfeszültség alatti csatlako-
zó, egy, a gyújtáskapcsolóról vezérelt tápfeszültség csatlakozó, valamint 
földelő csatlakozás.

2. A BATT jelzésű vezetéket csatlakoztassuk az állandó tápfeszültség alatti 
áramforráshoz.

3. Az ACC jelzésű vezetéket csatlakoztassuk a gyújtáskapcsolóról vezérelt 
áramforráshoz.

4. A GND jelzésű vezetéket egy meglévő csavarral csatlakoztassuk a jármű 
csupasz alvázához.

5. A külön megvásárolható leparkolt mód kábelt csatlakoztassuk a kamerán 
lévő USB-porthoz.

Hibaelhárítás
Működés közben a kamera melegnek tűnik
Normális jelenség, hogy működés alatt, különösen nagyfelbontású 
videófelvétel készítése és Wi-Fi-jel továbbítása során a kamera átmelegszik.

A memóriakártya elhasználódott, cserére szorul
Minden microSD® memóriakártyára igaz, hogy amennyiben sokszor kerül 
felülírásra a rajtuk tárolt adat, egy idő után elhasználódnak. A kártya rendsze-
res formázása javíthat a teljesítményen és megnövelheti a kamera élettarta-
mát. Mivel a fedélzeti kamerák folyamatosan készítenek felvételt, a memó-
riakártyát időszakosan cserélnünk kell (lásd „Memóriakártya telepítése”; 1. ol-
dal). A készülék automatikusan érzékeli a memóriakártya meghibásodását és 
jelzi, amikor a kártya formázása vagy cseréje időszerűvé vált.
Az alábbi intézkedésekkel, műveletekkel meghosszabbíthatjuk a kártya hasz-
nos élettartamát.
•  Legalább félévente formázzuk a memóriakártyát (lásd „Memóriakártya

juk meg azt formázni (lásd „Memóriakártya formázása”; 2. oldal), majd, 
amennyiben szükséges, cseréljük ki a memóriakártyát (lásd „Memóriakár-
tya telepítése”; 1. oldal).

• Amikor a jármű használaton kívül van, kapcsoljuk ki a kamerát.

neti aljzathoz csatlakozik, mindig, amikor a jármű használaton kívül van, 
kapcsoljuk ki a kamerát, elkerülendő a felesleges felvételkészítést.

• A mentett felvételeket exportáljuk számítógépre.
 A memóriakártya több ideig bírja, ha több rajta a szabad tárhely.
• A lehető legnagyobb kapacitású memóriakártyát használjuk.
•  Kiváló minőségű, legalább 10-es sebesség osztályú kártyát használjunk.
•  Elismert márkájú tartalék memóriakártyát válasszunk, melyet jó hírnevű 

forgalmazótól, kereskedőtől szerezzünk be.
A videófelvételek homályosak, elmosódottak
• Tisztítsuk meg a kamera lencséjét (lásd „Kamera lencséjének tisztítása”; 

4. oldal).
•  Tisztítsuk meg a szélvédőt a kamera előtti területen.
• Ellenőrizzük, hogy a kamera előtti felületet a szélvédők megfelelően tisz-

títják-e, amennyiben nem, helyezzük át a kamerát.
A videófelvételeknek lemarad a vége, nem teljesek
• A legjobb eredmény érdekében használjunk magas minőségű, 10-es vagy 

nagyobb sebesség osztályú memóriakártyát.
 Egy lassabb kártyánál előfordulhat, hogy nem képes megfelelő sebesség-

gel rögzíteni a felvételt.
• Amennyiben okostelefonon tekintjük meg a felvételt, a kamerára vezeték 

nélküli kapcsolaton keresztül csatlakozva, próbáljuk meg egy másik hely-
ről folytatni a megtekintést, ahol esetleg kisebb az interferencia, erősebb 
a jel, vagy töltsük át a felvételt az okostelefonra (lásd „Videó szerkesztése 
és exportálása”; 3. oldal).

• Amennyiben a készülék memóriakártya hiba üzenetet ad, először próbál-
juk meg azt formázni (lásd „Memóriakártya formázása”; 2. oldall), majd, 
amennyiben szükséges, cseréljük ki a memóriakártyát (lásd „Memóriakár-
tya telepítése”; 1. oldal).

• Frissítsük a rendszerszoftvert (lásd „Szoftver frissítése a Garmin Drive al-
kalmazáson keresztül”; 4. oldal).
